The Department of History and Archaeology permits the use of generative artificial
intelligence (Al) in teaching, learning, and research, provided that it is transparent,
pedagogically grounded, and accompanied by substantial personal contribution.

Students remain fully responsible for the content they submit and must ensure the
accuracy of all sources and references.

The undisclosed or inappropriate use of generative Al constitutes academic
misconduct.

The extent and conditions of Al use are defined by instructors according to the learning
objectives of each course.

1. Purpose

This policy establishes the framework for the use of generative artificial intelligence
(Al) tools in teaching, learning, and research.

Objectives:
* ensuring academic integrity
= fostering critical thinking

= promoting the responsible integration of new technologies

The use of generative Al is permitted, provided that it is
transparent, pedagogically grounded, and used in a manner that
ensures substantial personal contribution.

2. Definition

Generative artificial intelligence refers to systems capable of producing new content,
such as:

o text(e.g.ChatGPT)



o images
o code

o data or synthetic representations

3. Core Principles

3.1 Academic Integrity
All submitted work must be the result of the student’s own intellectual effort.
Undisclosed use of generative Al constitutes:

= plagiarism

= academic misconduct

3.2 Transparency

All use of generative Al must be explicitly declared.

3.3 Responsibility

Users bear full responsibility for the content they submit and are required to verify the
accuracy of all sources, data, and
references.

3.4 Critical Use
Generative Al:
o does not constitute a reliable source in itself

o cannot replace scholarly judgment

4. Permitted and Prohibited Uses

4.1 Permitted Use (with or without simple disclosure)

= brainstorming
= structuring written work
= language editing



= translation (with verification)
= preliminary exploration of material

4.2 Permitted Use with Mandatory Disclosure

= drafting text
= supporting the formulation of arguments
= assistance with research questions

4.3 Prohibited Use

= submitting work produced mainly or entirely by generative Al without substantial
personal contribution

= fabrication of false or non-existent references

= use of generative Al during examinations without authorization

= producing historical analysis without meaningful personal input

= uploading sensitive or unpublished data

5. Statement on the Use of Generative Al

All work that makes use of generative Al must include:

Generative Al tools were used in this work for:

The final text is the result of my own intellectual work and has been reviewed and
verified for accuracy.

6. Guidelines by Activity

6.1 Written Assignments

The use of generative Al is permitted as part of the writing process, provided that it is
disclosed and accompanied by demonstrable personal contribution.

6.2 Examinations



The use of generative Al is prohibited unless explicitly authorized.
6.3 Theses and Dissertations

Generative Al may not substitute for original analysis, but may be used in a supportive
capacity (e.g. structuring, drafting, or mapping the relevant literature)

6.4 Research

The input of unpublished research data or personal data is prohibited

Compliance with data protection regulations (GDPR) is
mandatory

6.5 Use of Images and Visual Material

The use of images, maps, and other visual material in coursework is permitted, provides
that their source is properly acknowledged.

Students are required, where possible, to indicate the creator, source, and identifying
information of the material. The use of images from the internet without attribution is
not acceptable.

Images generated using artificial intelligence tools must be explicity identified as such
and must not be presented as historical evidence.

7. Role of Instructors

Instructors may encourage the creative and critical use of generative Al in line with the
learning objectives of each course.

They:
= define acceptable levels of Al use
* integrate Al pedagogically

= adapt assessment methods accordingly

8. Pedagogical Guidelines

The following are recommended:
o oral examinations

o assignments involving critical evaluation



o analysis of primary sources

o in-class activities

9. Violations

A distinction is made between unintentional misuse and intentional
misconduct.

In the latter case, it constitutes:

= plagiarism
= agcademic misconduct

10. Final Provisions

This policy is subject to regular review and will be updated in response to technological
developments.
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
